About Our Income and Expense Statement 

The total of all parish Income for the year was $15,225. Total Operational Expenses for the fiscal year were $13,910.  Total income less expenses for the year is $1,315.
The total parish budgeted income, for the new fiscal year  is $13,800. This is an increase from last year due to higher income through the gift shop, as well as a decrease in projected cemetery interest. Total parish expenses are budgeted to be $13,800  vs. prior years actual expenses of $13,900.  This projection is based on a decrease in garbage expenses as well as an increase in shared expenses with St. Anthonys.
